NOTIFICATION

MaHARASHTRA METROPOLITAN REGION DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY AcT, 2016.

No.NMRDA-3316/C.R.55/UD-7.—Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has, vide the
Government Notification, Urban Development Department, No. TPS-1899/1191/C.R.80/99/UD-
13, dated the 23rd July, 1999 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notification”), issued in exercise
of the powers conferred by clause (c) of the Article 243-P of the Constitution of India read with
clause (c) of section 2 of the Maharashtra Metropolitan Planning Committees (Constitution and
Functions) (Continuance of Provisions) Act, 1999 (Mah. V of 2000), a certain area, in and around
the City of Nagpur, as specifically described in the Schedule appended to the said Notification,
declared as the Metropolitan Area for the purposes of Part IX-A of the Constitution of India ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has, vide the Government Notification, Urban
Development Department, No.TPS/2413/451/CR231/UD-9, dated the 23rd December 2014
(hereinafter referred to as “the said notification under MR&TP Act”), issued in exercise of the
powers conferred by sections 42A, 42D of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act,
1966 (Mah. XXXVII of 1966) (hereinafter referred as “the MR&TP Act”), declared the Nagpur
Metropolitan Area as a “Development Area” under section 42A of the MR&TP Act, and under
section 42D thereof also appointed the Nagpur Improvement Trust as “the Area Development
Authority” (hereinafter referred to as “the said Area Development Authority”) ;

And whereas, the Maharashtra Metropolitan Region Development Authority Act, 2016 (Mah.
ITI of 2017) (hereinafter referred as to “the said Act”) is enacted to provide for establishment of
the Authorities for certain areas declared as Metropolitan Areas under clause (c) of section 2 of
the Maharashtra Metropolitan Planning Committees (Constitution and Functions) (Continuance
of Provisions) Act, 1999 (Mah. V of 2000), for the purposes of co-ordinating and supervising the
proper orderly and rapid development of the said area in such regions and of executing plans
projects and schemes for such development, and to provides for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto ;

And whereas, proviso to sub-section (3) of section 4 of the said Act provides that, the said
Area Development Authority shall continue to carry out its functions and duties till the Authority
is constituted under sub-section (1) of section 3 of the said Act;

And whereas, the Government considers it expedient to establish the Metropolitan Region
Development Authority under sub-section (1) of section 3 of the said Act, for the Nagpur
Metropolitan Region, more specifically described in the Schedule appended hereto and accordingly,
to rescind the said notification under MR&TP Act;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 3 of the
Maharashtra Metropolitan Region Development Authority Act, 2016 (Mah. III of 2017) and section
42A and 42D of the MR&TP Act and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, , the Government
of Maharashtra hereby,—

(a) establishes the Metropolitan Region Development Authority to be called “the Nagpur
Metropolitan Region Development Authority” for the Nagpur Metropolitan Region, more
specifically described in the Schedule appended hereto, excluding the areas declared as the
Scheduled Areas by the Hon’ble President of India, from time to time ;

(b) rescinds the Government Notification, Urban Development Department,No.TPS/
2413/451/CR231/UD-9, dated the 23.12.2014, by which the Nagpur Metropolitan Area has
been declared as a Development Area under section 42A of the MR&TP Act and appointed
the Nagpur Improvement Trust as The Development Authority under section 42D thereof.
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Schedule
Boundaries of Nagpur Metropolitan Region Development Authority
(NMRDA)

The Nagpur Metropolitan Region Development Authority’s area shall comprise of the whole
of the area of Nagpur City, Nagpur Gramin, Hingana, Parshivani, Mouda and Kamptee Taluka
and parts of the Savner, Kalmeshwar, Umred, and Kuhi Taluka of Nagpur district whitin Following

Boundries, Namely :—

West.— Southern boundary of Mauza Ashta of Nagpur Gramin Taluka to Northern boundary
of Mauza Gothangaon of HingnaTaluka to Northern boundary of MauzaDignoh to
Eastern boundary of Mauza Bandhara of Nagpur Gramin Taluka to Northern Boundary
of Mauza Vyahad to Northern boundary of Mouza Borgaon (Khurd) of Kalmeshwar
Taluka to Northern boundary of Dohanghat of Savner Taluka to North-West boundary
of Parshivani Taluka.

North.— North-West boundary of Parshivani Taluka to Eastern boundary of Mauza Nimkheda
of Parshivani Taluka to Eastern boundary of Khaparkheda of Mouda Taluka.

East.— Northern boundary of Khaparkheda of Mauda Taluka to Southern boundary of Mauza
Kotgaon.

South.— Southern boundary of Mauza Kotgaon of Mauda Taluka to Western boundary of Mauza
Moharkhedi to Southern boundary of Mauza Shivani of Kamptee Taluka to Southern
boundary of Mauza Mohali of Khubi Taluka to Southern boundary of Matkazari of
Umred Taluka to Southern boundary of Mauza Ashti of Nagpur Gramin Taluka.
